Where did the inspiration for transforming
an area of barren desert into this green casis
come from?

is my father's vision, It was really. com-
ng his business with his pleasure — a
passion and love for — and putting
them both together to create something
amazing and something that will be a
benchmark for Dubai with regards to real
estate. It will be something that he can
leave behind when he's gone and can be
proud of creating.

It started cight years before we even
Imunched sales, and the concepts have
changed so often with regards 1o the num-
ber of villas, apartments and gardens —
we were going to have more villas, golf
courses, and so on. But, he just under-
stood the market and what the market
necded, and decided to build 300 villas
with more space,

Your father founded Al Barari with the
premise that the land would become a home
for his family. How has that influenced the
style and design of the villas here?
Very much so. I will be living here, and my
whole family will be living here. It was
created for us so we want to enjoy it.
Living in Dubai for all these years we're
just trying to create a user-friendly house
that works, as opposed to houses that
don’t just not work, but are a nuisance and
a pain to live in.
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
